Location for new women’s 
shelter questioned

TEMISKAMING SHORES 

- City council will con-

tinue to investigate 

after receiving some 

pushback on the pro-

posed location of an ex-

panded new women’s 

shelter in Haileybury.

Almost a dozen peo-

ple turned out to coun-

cil’s January 21 meeting 

to express their opin-

ions on the proposed 

new location for the 

Pavilion Women’s Cen-

tre on Meridian Avenue, 

next to the Haileybury 

medical centre.

While there was unan-

imous support in prin-

ciple for the initiative, 

the proposed location 

would encroach onto 

the medical clinic’s ex-

isting parking lot and 

potentially impact the 
view of the lake for 
some nearby homes, 
council was told.

The Pavilion plans 
to develop a new fa-
cility incorporating its 
existing 11 emergen-
cy shelter beds as well 
as 10 new transitional 
units, and shared pro-
gramming and amenity 
space. This would see 
it move from its cur-
rent location on Cecil 
Street to the new pur-
pose-built facility.

During council’s pub-
lic meeting, three emails 
expressing concern 
about the proposed lo-
cation were read into 
the record. Council 
also heard from several 
speakers who attended 
to offer varying opin-
ions on the proposed 
location.

Dr. Hillary Lawson, 

speaking on behalf of 
the medical centre and 
the Haileybury Family 
Health Team, said they 
are “wholeheartedly in 
support” of the Pavilion 
and its work. But the 
medical centre is al-
ready  “bursting at the 
seams” and in need of 
its own expansion to ac-
commodate more doc-
tors. The medical centre 
is concerned about the 
impact of the proposed 
facility encroaching 
on its existing parking 
space and potentially 
limiting its own oppor-
tunity for future expan-
sion.

“Our hope would 
be the project moves 
forward but does not 
limit the expansion of 
the clinic,” she said. “We 
ourselves have need for 
expansion.”
HANDCUFFING ITSELF

Temiskaming Shores 

Councillor Danny Wha-

len agreed that the city 

should be mindful that 

it isn’t “handcuffing it-

self” in accommodating 

more doctors at the 

clinic, and should give 

“serious consideration” 

to all prospective loca-

tions for the new Pavil-

ion facilities.

Chantal Charbon-

neau, president of the 

Pavilion’s board of di-

rectors, said the pro-

posed site next to the 

clinic is the preferred 

choice after looking at 

several options. The Pa-

vilion already provides 

“critical support for 

women and children 

fleeing violence,” but 

requires more room to 

offer transitional hous-

ing and other services.

TEMISKAMING SHORES — The 

Citizens for a Clean Coleman 

Township (CCCT) made a presenta-

tion at Coleman Township’s council 

meeting Monday night in which they 

outlined a series of concerns about 

the Cobalt refinery site. 

For a number of years the town-

ship and concerned residents living 

near the refinery site have been con-

cerned about hazardous chemicals 

that could still be located there. It 

was recently revealed that the site 

has an active landfill site designation, 

which is of concern to residents and 

the township alike.

An attempted clean up of the 

refinery site was undertaken by the 

Ministry of the Environment in 2012, 

but since then no action has been 

taken to remediate the site.

Trina Godden Breault, CCCT 

spokesperson, provided information 

to council September 22 on what 

the citizens group was doing, asked 

Coleman council to help them apply 

for funding and expressed concerns 

about a tailings pond located at the 

site.
Breault told council her group had 

three main requests of the township 

when it comes to the refinery site.

REQUESTS

The first request is for funding sup-

port for hydrogeological testing to 

be completed at the refinery site by 

an independent qualified firm to 

assess the risks and guide remedia-

tion.
Hydrogeological testing involves 

studies and analyses to understand 

the quantity, quality and movement 

of groundwater, including site-

specific geological conditions and 

potential impacts on water resources 

for development projects.

The request was for Coleman to 

support the citizens group in “pre-

paring and submitting funding 

applications to federal and provincial 

programs, including the Federation 

of Canadian Municipalities’ Green 

Municipal Fund and others for the 

purpose of hydrogeological testing. 

And further, that no applications be 

submitted without the joint approval 

of the township.”

Coleman Township CAO Chris 

Oslund said he thought the town-

ship could be of help when it came 

to funding applications to the 

municipal green funding program.

The second request is for the use 

of the municipal hall as “a neutral, 

accessible location to hold a public 

information meeting for residents 

regarding the abandoned refinery 

site.”
Mayor Dan Cleroux said there was 

a process by which groups could use 

the municipal hall that goes through 

the office staff, because the township 

has a bylaw about hall rentals.

Councillor Lois Perry commented 

via Zoom that if the citizens group 

filed a formal request with the office 

staff she was confident they would 

be able to use the hall rent-free.

Request three from the group was 

in regards to investigating the poten-

tial use of a tailings pond located at 

the refinery site. They put fort the fol-

lowing proposal for council:

“Whereas concerns have been 

raised that the Ministry of the 

Environment, Conservation and 

Parks may be considering grant-

ing Electra Batteries access to the 

tailings pond on the abandoned 

refinery site. Therefore be it resolved 

that council for the Township of 

Coleman formally request clarifica-

tion from the Ministry regarding 

any such proposals. And further 

that council communicate its posi-

tion that no arrangements should 

be made which compromise public 

safety, waterways, or future remedia-

tion efforts.”

Cleroux said, “Let’s get a legal opin-

ion on this because it is the first we 

are hearing about this use of the tail-

ings pond at that location.”

ELECTRA RESPONSE

Electra Battery Materials vice-pres-

ident of project development, Mark 

Trevisiol, was asked in a telephone 

interview about the possibility of his 

company using the refinery site tail-

ings pond in the future.

“I think what might be going on 

is that there are two Cobalt refinery 

sites in Coleman Township,” he said.

“There is one not far from Highway 

11 which has been a problem for the 

community and the Ontario gov-

ernment because the place went 

bankrupt and they are trying to get 

the place cleaned up. That is not 

our refinery, our refinery is off Silver 

Centre road and our tailings pond (is) 

at that refinery at that Silver Centre 

Road.
“We have nothing to do with the 

refinery site in Coleman Township. 

We have nothing to do with that 

location,” said Trevisiol.

He went on to say the tailings 

pond located at the Electra site off 

Silver Centre Road is monitored by 

the Ministry of Labour, the Ministry 

of Northern Mines and Development 

and the Ministry of the Environment 

on a regular basis.

“In fact our site is fully permit-

ted under the Ministry of the 

Environment and we have full com-

pliance. They just did spot sampling 

on our property about three weeks 

ago. It is a different location, the 

refinery site, which has nothing to do 

with us.”

TEMISKAMING SHORES — It was 

a show of solidarity when over 50 

members of OPSEU held a morn-

ing rally outside of the Northern 

College employment services 

building in New Liskeard on 

September 17 to garner support 

and remain focused on their com-

mitment to job security.

The Ontario Public Service 

Employees Union (OPSEU) mem-

bers represented support workers 

from the Timmins, Kirkland Lake 

and Haileybury campuses of 

Northern.

Dustin Bailey, acting staff repre-

sentative for OPSEU, based out of 

the Timmins regional office, said 

he came to Temiskaming Shores 

to support the rally because it is a 

highly visible location and it was a 

chance to bring members togeth-

er in solidarity.

“With Northern College we have 

members spread out all over the 

region, we have people here from 

Kirkland Lake and Timmins. We 

represent 170 members at the 

three campuses and with the two 

employment options locations.”

He said the members on the 

picket lines are in good spirits 

and ready to fight for what they 

believe is fair in contract negotia-

tions.
“The morale is up and it is great 

to see. We are always willing to go 

to the bargaining table and get a 

deal done. We had offers tabled in 

which the employer did not want 

to agree to and our main focus 

remains on job security,” said 

Bailey.
“It is about destroying the 

rumours out there and attacking 

the (Doug) Ford government for 

what he is doing splitting the min-

istries, which funnels money into 

the private sector.”

The 10,000 college support 

workers at 24 colleges in Ontario 

walked off the job in a legal strike 

position on September 11.

The negotiations for a collec-

tive agreement are not held with 

individual colleges but instead 

between the union’s bargain-

ing committee and the College 

Employer Council, the govern-

Local Journalism 

Initiative Reporter

TEMISKAMING SHORES — Num-

bers don’t mean a whole lot when 

a mother has been missing her 

child for almost three decades, 

but September 29 marks the 29th 

year Melanie Ethier has been 

missing.
In a sit-down interview with 

Melanie’s mother Celine Ethier, 

she mentions how the heartache 

never goes away, but she remains 

hopeful someone will come 

through with the information 

she needs to solve her daughter’s 

disappearance all those years ago.

She does not wish to enter the 

30th year without knowing where

her daughter is.

Ethier was walking home from 

a friend’s house on September 29, 

1996, when she vanished. There 

has been no trace of her for the 

last 29 years, despite pleas from 

the Ontario Provincial Police and 

Celine Ethier herself.

But as with any mother, Ethier is 

not giving up hope that one day 

she will have the answer to what 

happened to her 15-year-old 

daughter.

She has placed green ribbons 

on a tree at the New Liskeard 

waterfront to mark missing 

children and she has decorated 

the nearby Melanie Ethier 

basketball court with purple 

ribbons.
She says facing the 29th year 

of her daughter’s disappearance 

leaves her  “pretty frustrated at 

this point. A lot of tips have gone 

to the OPP station and lots have 

been sent to me. I wish I could get 

back some of the old tips because 

it would be nice to try to connect 

things together. But I seriously 

feel that unless someone actually 

comes out and says where 

Melanie is, that my luck of finding 

her is very thin.”

She has done searches in the 

past to find her daughter and she 

says she needs specific locations 

for another search to take place.

“I need the real tip to come 

out with the real information as 

to what happened to Melanie. 

Somebody could always draw 

a sketch or a map to show me a 

location.”

TEMISKAMING SHORES - Tem-

iskaming Shores council has 

approved a Municipal Support 

Resolution (MSR) to allow ABO 

Energy to make a bid to the 

Independent Electricity System 

Operator to move forward 

on a wind turbine project in 

Temiskaming Shores.

At the September 16 coun-

cil meeting Councillor Danny 

Whalen opposed the project 

while Councillor Ian Graydon 

declared a conflict of interest 

because of his employment with 

Ontario Power Generation. 

Whalen explained his oppo-

sition, saying as a former 

councillor and reeve of Dymond 

Township, as well as past chair 

of the Temiskaming Municipal 

Association, he saw both those 

organizations pass “many reso-

lutions to protect our land” for 

agricultural purposes and pre-

serve it from industrialization.

(Each turbine, including access 

roads and supporting infrastruc-

ture, would take up about 1.5 

acres of land, with a total of 35 to 

40 acres of land used, council was 

advised in the company’s presen-

tation.)
Whalen said his decision was 

based on the principle of sup-

porting the work that had already 

gone into preserving those lands.

Speaking to the concern of 

wind turbines set on agricul-

tural land, Jon Clifford of ABO 

Energy, meeting virtually with 

council, said the company’s “best 

siting exercise” would be used in 

attempting to use the minimal 

amount of  prime agriculture 

land, but he added the project 

also had to be economical.

Clifford noted that Harley 

Township has passed a resolu-

tion stating it will not support the 

project in which ABO had pro-

posed to site some wind turbines 

in that township.

In its presentation, ABO Energy 

states that a maximum of eight 

wind turbines would be located 

within prime agricultural areas, 

primarily in the north of the area.

CAN RESCIND SUPPORT 

Clifford said Temiskaming 

Shores council could rescind their 

support “if council feels we’re not 

meeting our obligations.”

Mayor Jeff Laferriere expressed 

his support for moving forward 

with the project, saying that the 

municipality is “pretty limited in 

areas where we can develop rev-

enue.”
The project proposes to cre-

ate a community benefit fund for 

the municipality and residents, as 

well as generating additional tax 

revenues.

Laferriere pointed to state-

ments that have been made in 

the past that Ontario is going 

to be using increasingly large 

amounts of energy in the future.

He said he had attended ABO 

Energy’s open house August 7 

on the project and noted that 

the company was sharing large 

amounts of information at that 

event. 
Detailed studies are still 

required into impacts in the 

areas of environment, acous-

tics, geotechnical, and other 

site-specific issues, and will be 

undertaken if ABO Energy’s bid 

is accepted by the Independent 

Electricity System Operator to 

move forward. 

(The bid must be made by 

October 16, and is expected to be 

approved or rejected about April 

2026.)
“My main concern is there are 

too many unanswered questions,” 

said Harley Township Reeve 

Pauline Archambault in an email 

interview.

“We have never seen a contract 

that could be sent to our lawyer 

to verify. How can you approve 

something without knowing 

all the facts? I have always sug-

gested to them to go build on 

crown land and to leave our 

farmland alone. The ancestors 

have worked extremely hard to 

be where we are at today. The 

farms in our area are (some) of 

the best so why should they be 

disfigured by wind turbines?,” 

said Archambault.

“I am also concerned about 

our water, the health of our 

community, the sound and 

shadow of the turbines, and 

the maintenance and repair. 

Also our fire department has no

“The journey doesn’t end 

there when a family leaves 

the shelter,” she said.

Charbonneau said a num-

ber of sites were considered, 

including existing buildings, 

but the decision was made 

that a new facility would be 

the most prudent option and 

the proposed site is the “most 

suitable space.

“Sometimes building new 

is cheaper,” she said.

Dennis McCarty, a long-

time municipal councillor for 

the former town of Hailey-

bury, lives near the proposed 

site and was among those 

who spoke at the meeting. 

Reflecting back on when the 

current Pavilion shelter was 

first proposed more than 40 

years ago, he confessed he 

was “originally opposed” to 

having it in the municipality.

“I was assured (domestic 

violence) was a Kirkland Lake 

issue,” he said, adding con-

cerns were also expressed 

about the impact on housing 

values and other “not-in-my-

backyard” issues.

But in retrospect, allowing 

the Pavilion to be created was 

“one of the best and smartest 

decisions we made,” he said.

Reflecting on the proposed 

new location, McCarty ex-

pressed concern about the 

potential involvement of the 

District of Timiskaming So-

cial Services Administration 

Board (DTSSAB.) “When it 

comes to housing, they are 

pathetic,” he said.

McCarty said he would sup-

port the expanded facility 

and its proposed new loca-

tion if he receives assurances 

that DTSSAB is not involved.

Another local resident, 

Deb Murray, commended 

the Pavilion for its ongoing 

work and said the new facili-

ty should be “welcomed with 

open arms.”

The proposal for transition-

al housing, she said, would 

allow families to stay togeth-

er as they try to recover from 

their crisis situations.

“I trust this has been given 

due diligence,” she told coun-

cil. “I sincerely urge your sup-

port.”

Temiskaming Shores May-

or Jeff Laferriere said the city 

will take all the information 

under advisement before 

making a decision at a future 

date.

“We need to digest the 

comments and take the time 

to follow up,” he said. “Ongo-

ing dialogue needs to take 

place.”

The Pavilion is asking the 

municipality to donate the 

land for the new facility and 

city officials have already tak-

en a preliminary look at the 

option and the implications 

from a structural and zoning 

perspective.

As to whether it’s prudent 

to donate the land rather 

than sell it, Laferriere said the 

net benefit to the communi-

ty by helping such a project 

proceed must be weighed 

against the land’s dollar val-

ue.

“You can’t underestimate 

the impact (of its benefits),” 

he said.
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Good leadership
Municipal politics can be a 

strange undertaking at times.

It can be as smooth as glass 

or as disruptive as a volcano.

Politicians hope for a bal-

ance between the two.

It is very important for peo-

ple elected to municipal gov-

ernance to question budgets, 

policies and procedures that 

affect the public purse and 

ratepayers.

Oftentimes, people who 

ask questions can be shunned 

and marginalized for speak-

ing up.

This is not healthy democ-

racy. Instead of nodding their 

heads in a groupthink style, 

representatives of the people 

should be asking questions 

and making sure the best 

deal is had for their constitu-

ents.

One councillor speaking up 

at meetings is a good thing, 

however, it cannot involve 

disrespect, abuse or rude 

commentary.

Great change often starts 

with a lone voice of dissent, 

and that certainly holds true 

for the changes that have 

provided municipalities 

across the North with better 

ways to help and serve their 

taxpayers.

Dissent matters because 

some people see things oth-

ers may have missed.

Let us remember perhaps 

one of the most famous dis-

senting voices of all time, Nel-

son Mandela, during apart-

heid in South Africa.

We tip our hat to the peo-

ple on local councils and 

boards who take a long look 

at things, ask the tough ques-

tions on our behalf and de-

mand answers.

Network provides shelter when 
there is no warming centre

“it’s at those damper, 
colder temperatures where 
hypothermia is more prob-
lematic and causes more of 
a burden on the emergency 
departments.”

He said collaborators in 
the New Liskeard area are all 
aware of the weather.

“When it is appearing that 
it’s going to be frightfully 
cold, mostly I would contact 
Zack’s Crib and make sure we 
have coverage for the hours 
of the service gap.”
COVERING THE GAP

That service gap is the 
hours between the closure of 
Zack’s Crib, which closes its 
doors in the morning hours, 
and the opening later in the 
morning of locations like the 
Temiskaming Shores Public 
Library or participating 
businesses. There is also 
the evening period where 

a warming place may be 
required, which would be 
the hours when the library 
and participating businesses 
close at the end of the day, 
and the hour when Zack’s Crib 
opens later in the evening.

Once arrangements have 
been made, “we spread the 
word,” said Donaldson.

Donaldson and others will 
reach out to individuals who 
may need shelter and let 
them know what is planned.

They are also asked to tell 
others, he said, “and the word 
spreads like wildfire.” 

The collaboration between 
the groups at the moment 
uses existing programming, 
facilities and funding streams, 
said Donaldson.
THE IDEAL

Other places have dedi-
cated hubs and it would be 
ideal to have one for this 
area, he commented, but on 
a smaller scale. 

However, such a hub would 
need a building, trained 
workers such as social 
workers, case workers and 
trauma-informed caregivers, 
he outlined. Such a centre 
would be more than a 
warming centre, and would 
be open throughout the year, 
he stated.

Dedicated funding would 
be required to pay staff and 
provide the services year-
round.

A group of service ag-
encies are looking at the 
possibilities, he noted.

At this time a ByName list is 
used to allow partners to be 
aware of the individuals who 
are homeless, he explained, 
and it is used to coordinate 
individuals with case work-
ers “who will help them 
work through from being 
unsheltered to sheltered.”

I saw a photo recently of 

distinguished Cobalters Char-

lie Ferris and his sisters Alma 

Ferris and Nellie Ferris (Tes-

solini) and it brought back a 

flood of memories.

Charlie Ferris and family 

operated the Boston Grill in 

downtown Cobalt for years.

The Boston Grill was lo-

cated right across the street 

from the Fraser Hotel.

When Charlie’s father died, 

he was just 13 years of age 

and he and his sisters had to 

quickly learn the business to 

survive back then.

In an interview done years 

ago by Lucy Damiani, for the 

Cobalt Public Library, Charlie 

said he remembered when 

the town had over six thou-

sand people and wooden 

sidewalks.

He recalled a time when 

the Boston Grill would pack 

lunches for the miners.

Charlie spoke fondly about 

his friend, Larry Stadelman, 

who owned a block of apart-

ments and shops in the 

downtown core.

Stadelman was also the de-

veloper of the tennis courts 

located at Sass Lake.

The steel posts for the nets 

can still be found at the lake, 

if one knows where to look.
